1. Championship sanctioned by, and governed by the rules of, the SAAA, using SAAA tiebreakers and winged trig. See website at
www.saaa-net.org/infolib.htm.

2. Men’s Class A and B, Women and Master Men are limited to 12 competitors. Returning invitees receive first priority.

3. Each application will be added to a waiting list. Applicant information will be evaluated and the top ranked applicants will be invited to
compete. Remaining vacancies, if any, will be filled by promptness of application. Invitations will be emailed by June 30, 2010.

4. The Athletics Committee reserves the right to split or combine classes and/or change or eliminate scheduled events.
5. Competitors must wear kilt, long hose and games shirt. Competitors receive shirt when arriving to compete.

6. In all distance events, footwear must be compatible with an Astro-turf throwing surface.

7. The distance throws will be restricted to a 60 degree sector (hammer, 40 degrees). The implement must land within the inner edges of the
lines making the sector to be scored.

8. A Men’s Class A is one who, in the past two years, has competition records exceeding four or more of the following marks:

(a) 17 Ib. Open Stone — 36 ft. (or Braemar — 31 ft.) (d) 56 Ib. Weight for Distance — 26 ft.
(b) 28 Ib. Weight for Distance — 52 ft. (e) 56 Ib. Weight for Height — 12 ft.
(c) 16 Ib. Scottish Hammer — 90 ft. (or 22 Ibs. — 73 ft.) (f) 20 Ib. Sheaf Toss — 20 ft. (or 16 Ib. — 26 ft.)
9. A Men’s Class B is one who, in the past two years, has competition records exceeding four or more of the following marks:
(a) 17 Ib. Open Stone — 32 ft. (or Braemar — 28 ft.) (d) 56 Ib. Weight for Distance — 21 ft. (or 42 Ib. — 28 ft.)
(b) 28 Ib. Weight for Distance — 44 ft. (e) 56 Ib. Weight for Height — 11 ft. (or 42 Ib. — 14.5 ft.)
(c) 16 Ib. Scottish Hammer — 79 ft. (or 22 Ibs. — 63 ft.) (f) 20 Ib. Sheaf Toss — 16 ft. (or 16 Ib. — 20 ft.)
10. A Women'’s Class A is one who, in the past two years, has competition records exceeding four or more of the following marks:
(a) 9 Ib. Open Stone — 27 ft. (or Braemar — 21 ft.) (d) 28 Ib. Weight for Distance — 25 ft.
(b) 14 Ib. Weight for Distance — 45 ft. (e) 28 Ib. Weight for Height — 11 ft.
(c) 12 Ib. Scottish Hammer — 79 ft. (or 16 Ibs. — 50 ft.) (f) 10 Ib. Sheaf Toss — 14 ft. (or 12 Ib. — 11.5 ft.)

11. A Women'’s Class B is one whose competition records do not exceed at least four of the above marks.

12 A Master is one who is age 40 or older, and chooses to compete as such.

13. In the event of a tie in overall points, the class champion will be determined by number of events won, then seconds, thirds, etc. Ties not
resolved in this manner will be broken using the results of the Caber Toss.

14. Judges reserve the right to remove any competitor from an event if it is felt that the competitor may cause harm to self or others.
15. Decisions of the Judges and Athletics Directors are final.

16. It is the responsibility of the competitor to pick up all awards at the Games, or request them in writing by October 31, 2010. Failure to do
so will result in forfeiture of unclaimed awards.
