Sanikans with 
washing stations will be available in the camping area Thursday to Monday morning.  Restrooms and showers are available inside the Expo 
Center grounds from 6:00 a.m. to 11:00 p.m..

PIPING AND DRUMMING RULES 

1. Competition governed by B.C. Pipers’ Association rules.  Rules available at B.C. Pipers’ Association website:  www.bcpipers.org 
2. Competitors who are not members of B.C. Pipers’ Association will pay an additional $3.50 per event. Fees are waived for entrants who 

are registered with an affiliated piping/pipe band association. See bcpipers.org for affiliated piping/pipe association. 
3. Competitors will be attired in recognizable Highland Dress. 
4. Competitors may enter one grade only in piping and/or drumming. 
5. A competitor entering both piping and drumming events risks scheduling conflicts and the Games Committee will not be held 

responsible for the competitor missing an event. 
6. First to enter, last to play.  Any competitor not present when time of play is called may be disqualified.  The Games Committee will 

not be held responsible for a competitor missing an event. 
7. Individual drummers must be accompanied by a minimum of one piper (maximum 3), supplied by the competitor. 
8. Special Event No. 99 is open to all grades to compete against each other.  Prizes for this event are awarded as cash scholarships. 
9. Pipers and drummers will tune in designated areas only.  Pipers and drummers who are asked by committee members and/or security 

to refrain from piping/drumming in any certain area of the fairgrounds must do so immediately. 
10. No piping and drumming during Opening Ceremonies.  Violators will be disqualified or otherwise penalized at the discretion of the 

Games Committee. 
11. The decisions of the judges are final.  Protests must be made in writing and in the hands of the Games Executive Secretary along with 

a $25.00 fee prior to the end of the day’s competition.  If the protest is sustained, the fee will be returned. 
12. It is the responsibility of the competitor to pick up at the Games, or request in writing by October 31, 2010, all awards.  Failure to do 

so will result in forfeiture of all awards. 
13. Competitor number, gate passes, time of play for all events, and any advance admission tickets you have purchased will be mailed by 

July 11, 2010.  Everyone must have a gate pass or admission ticket to get on the field.
